Tekct: Information technology.

Information technology is an enormously vibrant field that emerged at the end of the last
century as our society experienced a fundamental change from an industrial society to an “information
society.” From its inception just half a century ago, computing has become the defining technology of
our age, changing how we live and work. Computers are integral to modern culture and are a primary
engine behind much of the world’s economic and social change.

By the late 1980°s desktop workstations and personal computers had largely replaced time-
shared main frames as the dominant computing paradigm in many organizations. However, as the
personal computer became more powerful and more connected, it became more complex to administer,
and the demand for people who could “make things work” in a networked microcomputer environment
escalated. The trend to desktop computing was turned into a revolution with the appearance of Web
browsers and the resulting explosion of the World Wide Web. By turning the computer into a usable
communication device that can access the entire world, Web browsers became the first compel-ling
reason for everyone in society to use a computer. The almost overnight acceptance of the WWW by
society at large created a hyper-demand for Web-based content and services, which ignited the
explosion in demand for Web content developers and Web masters. As Web sites became more active
and interactive, the demand for application developers and database developers expanded as well.

Texcr: Computer engineering — feeling the heat.

A laptop computer can double as an effective portable knee-warmer — pleasant in a cold office.
But a bigger desktop machine needs a fan. A data center as large as those used by Google needs a
high-volume flow of cooling water. And with cutting-edge supercomputers, the trick is to keep them
from melting. Current trends suggest that the next milestone in computing — an exaflop machine
performing at 1018 flops — would consume hundreds of mega-watts of power (equivalent to the output
of a small nuclear plant) and turn virtually all of that energy into heat.

To achieve that ever more difficult goal, engineers are exploring new ways of cooling — by
pumping liquid coolants directly on to chips, for example, rather than circulating air around them. In a
more radical vein, researchers are also seeking to reduce heat flux by exploring ways to package the
circuitry. In-stead of being confined to two-dimensional (2D) slabs, for example, circuits might be
arrayed in 3D grids and networks inspired by the architecture of the brain, which manages to carry out
massive computations without any special cooling gear. Perhaps future supercomputers will not even
be powered by electrical currents borne along metal wires, but driven electrochemically by ions in the
coolant flow.
