WHAT ARE TROPICAL RAINFORESTS?

1. Tropical rainforests are located in hot and wet places close to the Equator. Trees and plants
in such forests can have different sizes. Rainforests consist of four different layers: the
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emergent (the layer of the highest trees), the canopy, the understorey (low cover) and forest
soil.

Taiga. The Russian miracle.

1. Taiga is the largest type of forest on the Earth. Its huge territory accounts for one-fifth of the
world's total forested land and contains as much as one-half of the world's evergreen forests. The
taiga is one of the world’s largest terrestrial ecosystems. It is a great example of how nature
strives through the harshest of weather conditions. The word taiga comes from Turkish and it
means “coniferous forests.”

2. Similar forests can be found in areas of Eurasia and North America, and mountain regions of
Northern Europe. The areas covered by this type of forest are larger in Russia than anywhere else
in the world. The taiga is sometimes referred to as a Russian miracle.

3. The taiga forests have one of the coldest biomes on Earth its temperatures vary considerably in
the winter and summer. The temperature in the summer is usually around 10 degrees Celsius and
never higher than 20 degrees. Even though summers are mostly warm, they are very brief - for a
large part of the year, the sun does not rise too far above the horizon. Winters last up to six
months, with the average temperature far below freezing. Those who have experienced the taiga,
say living there is cold and lonely. The spring and autumn are so brief, you hardly know they
exist at all.

4. The soil in the taiga is thin and poor in nutrients. This contributes to the fact that most trees in
the taiga grow close to the ground and their roots don’t go too far into the soil. Even though the
taiga is mostly coniferous — dominated by larch, spruce, fir, and pine, some broadleaf trees can
also been seen here. For example birch, aspen, willow, and rowan. A lot of the trees found in the
taiga change their biochemistry throughout the year, so they have the strength to better resist
freezing. Taiga is also no stranger to moss and bogs.

5. Nowhere else in the world is there such a large number of furry animals than in the taiga.
Large herbivorous animals and small rodents are residents in these forests — bears, weasels,
raccoons, wolves, lynxes, rabbits and squirrels. They are well adapted to the harsh weather.

A large pair of iron spurs were the badge of the
vaquero, and a lazo (lasso)—a rope with slipknot—was the vaquero’s primary working tool,
especially on the trail drives that became commonplace by the sixteenth century. Saddle makers
added a large saddle horn to the Spanish saddle to accommodate the lasso during the roping
technique, in which the vaquero tossed the rope around the cow and then quickly tied and
wrapped the end of the rope around the horn. Later, American cowboys north of the Rio Grande
learned this technique.

3. As the size of cattle herds grew and rustlers became a problem, the Spanish cattlemen asked
the authorities to put a stop to them. The Spanish crown responded with the establishment of the
Mesta to enact ordinances to benefit and increase the herds and to remedy and punish crimes.

There are three main types of sedimentary rocks, which are classified according to the origin and
size of their particles. One type, called evaporites, is formed from chemically derived sediments.
For example, an inland sea might evaporate and leave a deposit of rock salt.

The second type is derived entirely from organic material. Since it is a fossil in its own right, it
is called fossiliferous rock. Fossiliferous rocks, such as limestones and chalks, are formed from
calcium-based skeletons of tiny organisms deposited on the seabed. Some limestones are
fossilized corals; others, known as tufa, are derived from mosses and other plants that grow
beside hot springs. Carbon-based rocks, such as coal and jet, are the remains of plant material
laid down in huge quantities. The remains of sponges and microscopic diatoms constitute rocks
such as chert and flint.

The third type of sedimentary rock is clastic. It is formed from eroded particles of other rocks
and is graded according to the size of these particles. Fine shales are perhaps the most significant
sedimentary rocks covering the earth.

The sedimentary rocks most likely to contain fossils are those that were laid down in 15 places
where there was abundant life and where deposition was rapid enough to bury the organisms
before their bodies were broken up and decomposed. The sandy bottoms of shallow, calm seas,
river deltas, lagoons, and deserts are the most likely places to give rise to fossils. The finer the
sediment, the finer the detail recorded in them. Details such as the fur of those reptilian flyers,
the pterosaurs, are only visible because they were fossilized in exceptionally fine limestone.

Planes are subjected to drag forces because an object moving forward through the air is
hampered by it to a greater or lesser extent, since the air or any gas has friction. A plane in
subsonic flight is preceded by the pressure waves it creates as it makes its way through the air.
These pressure waves push away the air in front of the plane so there is less drag than would
otherwise be the case.

ENGLISH NATIONAL CHARACTER

1. Almost every nation has a reputation of some kind. For example, has been generally
recognized that the Russian people are generous, open-hearted, kind; the Spaniards are said
to be noble and very proud; the French are supposed to be amorous, gay and light-minded.
We say that the Germans are very efficient but rather dull; the Americans — boastful,
energetic, technical-minded and easy-going.

2. Now, what about the English? What is a typical Englishman like?

Many people, especially those who never lived in England, picture the Englishman so:

A tall, slim, fair-haired gentleman, with regular aristocratic features and a look of superiority
his blue eyes; conscious of his historic mission “to rule the world”; contemptuous of all
other, non-English, nations; formal, cold, haughty very reserved even in his relations with his
fellow Englishmen; very conservative in his political and social views; well-bred, polite,
taciturn, reticent in speech; fond of animals and sports; and at last, possessing a great sense
of humour, a special “English type” of humour, often difficult to understand for foreigners.

3. One of the most striking features of English life is the self-discipline and courtesy of people of
all classes. There is little noisy behaviour, and practically no loud disputing in the street.
People do not rush excitedly for seats in buses or trains, but take their seats in queues at bus
stops in a quiet and orderly manner.

Englishmen are naturally polite and are never tired in saying “Thank you”, “I’m sorry”, “Beg
your pardon”. If you follow anyone who is entering a building or a room, he will hold a door
open for you. Many foreigners have commented on a remarkable politeness of the English
people.

4. English people don’t like displaying their emotions even in dangerous and tragic situations,
and ordinary people seem to remain good-tempered and cheerful under difficulties.

The Englishman does not like any boasting or showing off in manners, dress or speech.
Sometimes he conceals his knowledge: a linguist, for example, may not mention his
understanding of a foreigner’s language.

5. The Englishman prefers his own house to an apartment in a block of flats, because he doesn’t

wish his doing to be overlooked by neighbours. “An Englishman’s house is his castle”. Many
Englishmen help their wives at home in many ways. They clean the windows on Saturday
afternoon, and they often wash up the dishes after supper in the evening.

ENGLISH NATIONAL CHARACTER
1. Almost every nation has a reputation of some kind. For example, has been generally
recognized that the Russian people are generous, open-hearted, kind; the Spaniards are said
to be noble and very proud; the French are supposed to be amorous, gay and light-minded.
We say that the Germans are very efficient but rather dull; the Americans — boastful,
energetic, technical-minded and easy-going.
2. Now, what about the English? What is a typical Englishman like?
Many people, especially those who never lived in England, picture the Englishman so:
A tall, slim, fair-haired gentleman, with regular aristocratic features and a look of superiority
his blue eyes; conscious of his historic mission “to rule the world”; contemptuous of all
other, non-English, nations; formal, cold, haughty very reserved even in his relations with his
fellow Englishmen; very conservative in his political and social views; well-bred, polite,
taciturn, reticent in speech; fond of animals and sports; and at last, possessing a great sense
of humour, a special “English type” of humour, often difficult to understand for foreigners.
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3. One of the most striking features of English life is the self-discipline and courtesy of people of
all classes. There is little noisy behaviour, and practically no loud disputing in the street.
People do not rush excitedly for seats in buses or trains, but take their seats in queues at bus
stops in a quiet and orderly manner.

Englishmen are naturally polite and are never tired in saying “Thank you”, “I’m sorry”, “Beg
your pardon”. If you follow anyone who is entering a building or a room, he will hold a door
open for you. Many foreigners have commented on a remarkable politeness of the English
people.

4. English people don’t like displaying their emotions even in dangerous and tragic situations,
and ordinary people seem to remain good-tempered and cheerful under difficulties.

The Englishman does not like any boasting or showing off in manners, dress or speech.
Sometimes he conceals his knowledge: a linguist, for example, may not mention his
understanding of a foreigner’s language.

5. The Englishman prefers his own house to an apartment in a block of flats, because he doesn’t

wish his doing to be overlooked by neighbours. “An Englishman’s house is his castle”. Many
Englishmen help their wives at home in many ways. They clean the windows on Saturday
afternoon, and they often wash up the dishes after supper in the evening.
Sunday is a very quiet day in London. All the shops are closed, and so are the theatres and
most of the cinemas. Londoners like to get out of town on Sundays. The sea is not far — only
fifty or sixty miles away and people like to go down to the sea in summer or somewhere to
the country for skiing in winter.

5. Americans celebrate Christmas on the 25" of December. They buy a lot of presents for each
other, for their parents, children and friends. The New Year’s Day, the 1% of January is not so
widely celebrated in the United States as we do it in Russia.

6. The holidays when people don’t go to work are: Martin Luther King’s day on the 20" of

January, Labour Day on the 7" of September and Thanksgiving on the last Friday of

RED SQUARE

1. One of the most popular sights of Moscow is Red Square. It is the heart of the city. It is one of
the biggest and most beautiful squares in the world. It is 695 metres long and about 130
metres wide and has an area more than 70,000 square metres. In 1930 it was paved with
stone blocks.

2. In 1555-1561 St. Basil’s Cathedral, a unique creation of Russian national art, was built on the
square. It was erected by order of Ivan 1V (the Terrible) to commemorate the annexation of
Kazan and Astrakhan to Russian architecture. The names of the builders (Russian masters
Postnik and Barma) had been forgotten for over three centuries, and it was only in 1896 that
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their names were discovered in some old manuscripts. Next to the Cathedral stands the
monument to Minin and Pozharsky, the first civil monument erected by Ivan Martos. This
monument depicts the heroic meeting of Kozma Minin, the elder of Nizhny Novgorod, and
Prince Dmitry Pozharsky. Under the leadership of these heroes of the 1612 war, the Russian
people drove the Polish invaders out of Moscow.

3. Not far from the Cathedral of Intercession in Red Square, there is a place called the Lobnoye
Mesto, the Place of Execution, a platform of white stone which is more than 400 years old.
The czar’s edicts were proclaimed and public executions carried out there. The beauty and
the splendour of St. Basil’s Cathedral gave rise to a popular legend. Ivan the Terrible asked
the builders whether they could build anything finer and more wonderful than what they had
already done. When they answered that they could, the czar ordered them to construct such a
church, which would never be anything more beautiful in the world than the Cathedral of the
Intercession. In 1588 a small chapel was built next to the Cathedral over the grave of a
certain Vassily, a God’s fool well-known at the time. Ever since the Cathedral of the
Intercession has been known as the Church of Vassily the Blessed, or St. Basil’s Cathedral.
The monument to Minin and Pozharsky is well-known to visitors and citizens of Moscow.
The words on the pedestal of the monument read: “To Citizens Minin and Prince Pozharsky
from grateful Russia 1818”. Martos’ sculpture was erected with money collected by the
people of Russia.

4. The Grand Kremlin Palace was built in 1838-1849 by the archtect Konstantin Thorn. It is 125
metres long. The palace seems to have three storeys, for three rows of windows decorate the
fecade. But it is only a two-storey building. There are several vast halls in the palace but the
Georgievsky (St. George) Hall deserves special mention. It is 61 metres long, 20.5 metres
wide and 17.5 metres high. It is richly decorated.

5. The Tretyakov Gallery was founded as a city museum in 1892. Its founder, Pavel Tretyakov, a
Moskow merchant, began collecting the fine works created by Russian artists in 1856.
Thirty six years later, in 1892, when he had collected 1,200 painting and several hundred
sculptures, he presented the whole collection to the city of Moscow. Today the Tretyakov
Gallery has over 8,000 canvases, 5,000 works of early Russian art, over 1,500 sculptures and
35,000 drawings, water colours. The Tretyakov Gallery is the country’s treasure-house of
fine arts, and its collection reveals the whole history of Rusia.

CAMBRIDGE

1. The city of Cambridge is an old English university town and the administrative centre of the
county of Cambridgeshire, United Kingdom. It lies approximately 50 miles (80 km) north-
northeast of London and is surrounded by a number of smaller towns and villages. It is also
at the heart of the high-technology centre known as Silicon Fen.

2. Cambridge is best known for the University of Cambridge, which includes the renowned
Cavendish Laboratory, King's College Chapel, and the Cambridge University Library. The
Cambridge skyline is dominated by the last two, along with the chimney of Addenbrooke's
Hospital in the far south of the city and St John's College Chapel tower in the north.

3. Settlements have existed around the area since before the Roman Empire. The earliest clear
evidence of occupation, a collection of hunting weapons, is from the Late Bronze Age,
starting around 1000 BC. There is further archaeological evidence through the Iron Age, a
Belgic tribe having settled on Castle Hill in the 1st century BC.

4. The first major development of the area began with the Roman invasion of Britain in about
AD 40. Castle Hill made Cambridge a useful place for a military outpost from which to
defend the River Cam.

5. After the Romans had left, Saxons took over the land on and around Castle Hill. Their grave
goods have been found in the area. During Anglo-Saxon times Cambridge benefited from
good trade links across the otherwise hard-to-travel fenlands.

6. The arrival of the Vikings in Cambridge was recorded in the Anglo-Saxon Chronicle in 875.
Viking rule, the Danelaw, had been imposed by 878. The Vikings' vigorous trading habits
caused Cambridge to grow rapidly. During this period the centre of the town shifted from
Castle Hill on the left bank of the river to the area now known as the Quayside on the right
bank. After the end of the Viking period the Saxons enjoyed a brief return to power, building
St Bene’t’s church in 1025, which still stands in Bene't Street.

7. Over time the name of the town changed to Cambridge, while the river Cam was still known
as the Granta — indeed the Upper River (the stretch between the Millpond in Cambridge and
Grantchester) is correctly known as the Granta to this day. It was only later that the river
became known as the Cam, by analogy with the name Cambridge.

8. In 1209, students escaping from hostile townspeople in Oxford fled to Cambridge and formed
a university there. The oldest college that still exists, Peterhouse, was founded in 1284. One
of the most impressive buildings in Cambridge, King's College Chapel, was begun in 1446
by King Henry VI. The project was completed in 1515 during the reign of King Henry VIII.

9. Cambridge University Press originated with a printing license issued in 1534. Hobson's
Conduit, the first project to bring clean drinking water to the town centre, was built in 1610
(by the Hobson of Hobson's choice). Parts of it survive today. Addenbrooke's Hospital was
founded in 1766. The railway and station were built in 1845.

10. Original historical documents relating to the town of Cambridge (as opposed to the university
or colleges within Cambridge) are held by Cambridge shire Archives and Local Studies at
the County Record Office Cambridge and at the Cambridge shire Collection. These records
include original registers for the parish churches dating back to the 1530s, local government
records, maps, photographs, and records of some businesses, schools and charities.

LONDON

London is the capital of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. It’s more
than twenty centuries old. It lies in the South East of England on both banks of the river
Thames. No less than nineteen bridges cross the river. London bridge is the oldest and Tower
bridge is the finest. London is one of the largest cities in the world and the largest port and
industrial city in England. The main parts of London are the City, Westminster, the West End
and the East End.

. The heart of the capital is the City. The area of the City is only about one square mile but the

Englishmen often call it “a square mile of money”. It is the financial and business centre of
the country. It contains almost all important English banks and offices; for example, the Bank
of England and the Stock Exchange are situated there. The most impressive sight of the City
1s St.Paul’s Cathedral, a masterpiece by Sir Christopher Wren. One of the most ancient places
in London is the Tower of London. It was a fortress, a royal castle, a prison; now it is a
museum. It is very popular with the tourists from all parts of the world.

. Another important district of London is Westminster. The political centre of the British

Empire is Whitehall. It is the street where most governmental offices, such as Foreign Office
and Home Office are situated. The British Parliament has its seat in the Houses of Parliament,
or the Palace of Westminster, which stretches for about a thousand feet. There are two towers
in the Houses of Parliament; the Clock Tower with its famous Big Ben and Victoria Tower.
The official residence of the Prime Minister is Ne 10 Downing Street. The royal residence is
Buckingham Palace. When the Queen is in residence there the Royal Standard (flag) flies over
the palace. One of the most beautiful buildings in London is Westminster Abbey. It is famous
for its architecture, stained glass and historic associations. It contains the memorials of many
outstanding citizens of Britain. All the kings and queens of England were crowned there. One
of the most fashionable streets in London, the Strand, leads to Trafalgar Square. The square is
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spacious. In the centre of it there is Nelson’s Column. There is the National Gallery there as
well. It houses one of the finest collections of pictures in the world.

4. The richest part of London is the West End. It is famous for its lovely parks, luxurious

palaces, magnificent hotels, expensive restaurants, fashionable department stores and shops,
famous museums, the finest theatres, cinemas and the largest concert halls. The West End is
the district where wealthy people live. One of the busiest streets in the West End is Oxford
Street. Traffic is very heavy there, especially in the rush hours. One of the most popular parks
of London is Hyde Park. It is well-known because of its Speaker’s Corner.

5. The Port of London is to the East of the City. There are miles and miles of docks and great
industrial areas here. This is the East End of London, unattractive in appearance, but very
important for the country’s commerce. The houses there are not half as beautiful as the houses
in the West End but they are as neat as pin. Workers, dockers, handicraftsmen live in this part
of London. They are hard-working people who produce wealth and luxury of the West End.
They are called Cockneys. The word “Cockney” means “a true Londoner”, or “an old resident
of the East End”. The Cocneys have their own peculiar dialect which a foreigner who has a
fair knowledge of Standard English can’t understand. They have their own proverbs as well.

6. Georgetown, the residential part of Washington includes homes of many Governmental
officials. The streets here are shady and green. Georgetown University is located here too. It
is the oldest Catholic college in the USA. The Arlington National Cemetery is the site
of the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. American soldiers of all wars are buried here.

7. As you walk along the streets of the US capital you will see different cities within the city.
There is a Washington of politicians and lobbyists. They move from the Capitol to the
House. There is a Washington of government girls at office buildings on Constitution
Avenue.

There is a Washington of “Society” in Georgetown.

ST.PETERSBURG
Compared to other large cities, St.Petersburg is a mere youngster, only 92 years older
than Washington. Peter the Great founded the city on the 16™ of May, 1703. Ten years
later St.Petersburg consisted only of an island fortress and some buildings which
stretched out along the banks of the river Neva.
Now St.Petersburg is one of the ten largest cities in the world. It is a naval city. It is a
major scientific and research centre. It has a university, several academies and more than
300 research institutions. It is also a great industrial centre. Its large factories and plants
are no less numerous than its scientific institutions. St.Petersburg is rich in museums. It is
even called the “museum city”.
Priceless examples of Russian painting and sculpture are exhibited in the Russian
Museum. It was built by Rossi and is called a miracle of architecture. The museum
contains superb collections of works of art that testify to the greatness of the Russian
creative genius.
The Hermitage is one of the greatest treasure-houses of world art. At present it occupies
the former Winter Palace and three buildings which are traditionally called the Small
Hermitage., the Old Hermitage and the New Hermitage. Together they constitute an
outstanding architectural ensemble. The Winter Palace was built by Rastrelli in the
Baroque style between 1754 and 1762.
There are many cathedrals in St.Petersburg. The most impressive of them is St.Isaak’s
Cathedral. Its dome rises a hundred meters into the sky. It is the largest dome in the world
after St.Peter’s is in Rome and St.Paul’s in London. It was Russia’s main cathedral. Not
far from St.Isaak’s Cathedral there is the famous Peter and Paul’s Cathedral. For years it
was considered Europe’s highest structure. It is situated in the centre of Peter and Paul’s
Fortress. Almost from the first day of its existence the fortress served as a prison for
political prisoners. The prison cells - dark, cold and lonely - are empty now because the
fortress is no longer a prison. It is a well-known museum.
St. Petersburg is also known as the City of Bridges. There is every reason for the name,
for sixty-eight rivers and canals cross it in all directions and cut it into forty-two islands,
large and small. St.Petersburg’s bridges are an integral part of its panorama. It is as
impossible to imagine St.Petersburg without its bridges as to imagine New York without
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its skyscrapers or Egypt without its pyramids. No wonder A.S.Pushkin called
St.Petersburg the city “of Northern lands the pride and gem”.
